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Keeping Your Swine Project Healthy and Happy

In order to be success-
ful with your swine project
you must make sure your ani-
mal is healthy. If your pig is
healthy some of the normal
behaviors should be thatthe
pig has a good appetite, is

drinking water efficiently, and the body
temperature is 101.5 - 103 degrees. You
should always have a clean and comfortable
pen for your pig. You could ensure this by
making sure there are no drafts, there is
good bedding for the pig to sleep in, it is
clean, and they have easy access to water
and food. You should deworm your pig
monthly. Make sure your pig always has a
nice hair coat. This is a way you can tell that
it is healthy. Below are some tips you can
use to ensure your pig is healthy.

Make sure the pen is clean at all times
